












MARK’S GOSPEL

Thought to be written around
66-70AD by Mark, a cousin of 
Barnabas (Colossians 4 v10)



MATTHEW’S GOSPEL

Composed between 70 and 110AD 
(most scholars go for 80-90AD).

Ascribed to Matthew the Apostle 
but it is, in fact, anonymous.



LUKE’S GOSPEL

The only Gentile author of the New 
Testament, Luke also wrote the 

Acts of the Apostles.
His Gospel was, it is thought, 

written in approximately 59-60AD



JOHN’S GOSPEL

Written around 85-90AD,
this account is attributed to John 
the Apostle – ‘the disciple whom 

Jesus loved’.







1 Corinthians 3 v2

‘I gave you milk, not solid food, for 
you were not yet ready for it.  

Indeed, you are still not ready’.



Colossians 1:21-23
21 Once you were alienated from God and were 

enemies in your minds because of your evil 
behavior. 22 But now he has reconciled you by 

Christ’s physical body through death to present 
you holy in his sight, without blemish and free 

from accusation— 23 if you continue in your 
faith, established and firm, and do not move 
from the hope held out in the gospel. This is 
the gospel that you heard and that has been 
proclaimed to every creature under heaven, 
and of which I, Paul, have become a servant.









28 When he arrived at the other side in the region 
of the Gadarenes,[a] two demon-possessed men 
coming from the tombs met him. They were so 

violent that no one could pass that way. 29 “What 
do you want with us, Son of God?” they shouted. 

“Have you come here to torture us before the 
appointed time?”

30 Some distance from them a large herd of pigs 
was feeding. 31 The demons begged Jesus, “If you 

drive us out, send us into the herd of pigs.”
32 He said to them, “Go!” So they came out and 
went into the pigs, and the whole herd rushed 

down the steep bank into the lake and died in the 
water. (MATTHEW 8 v28-32)
